Captions or by operator Assisted Captions. Calls start in whatever method
you selected during setup.

If your calls start in Auto Captions, you can switch captioning methods during
a call to Assisted Captions. For example, if the telephone connection is poor
or there is static on the line, switching to Assisted Captions may help improve
accuracy.

Which feature should | use—the Answering Machine or
Voicemail Indicator?

You can only use the Voicemail feature if your telephone service provides a
Voicemail option and you know the phone number needed to access that

Voicemail service. Otherwise, the choice is up to you. Both approaches will take
messages from your callers and CapTel will show captions of your messages.

What number do | call in to check my Voicemail service?

That depends on your telephone service, which provides the Voicemail
option. You need to check with your own telephone service provider to get
the correct phone number. In some cases, the number may be your own
phone number or a shortcut like “*98”, or you may need to include 1+area
code. CapTel Customer Service cannot tell you what that number is, it
depends on your specific telephone service.

How do | know whether the Answering Machine or Voicemail
Indicator is on?

Your CapTel phone comes with both the Answering Machine and the
Voicemail Indicator turned off. To use either feature, you need to first turn
it on. We recommend that you use only use one feature at a time. If you
choose to use Voicemail, then turn off the built in Answering Machine.

Power Reset

On occasion, issues with your Internet connection may impact your CapTel
phone. For example, you may have experienced times when your Internet
seems to get “hung up” or things don’t look correct on your computer
screen. These cases can sometimes impact how your CapTel phone operates.
To correct, you may need to “reset” your CapTel phone, the same way you
might “reset” your computer.

To Reset: Briefly unplug CapTel phone from the power adapter, wait

10 seconds, then plug it back in. The display screen lights up while the
phone powers up. Then the display automatically takes you through the
set-up steps again, asks you to confirm your language choice, checks your
Internet connection, and confirms your time/date zone. CapTel will also
check to make sure you have the most current software, and download any
updates as needed.

Using Flash Option

Some telephone services like Call Waiting require a “hook flash”. The hook
flash is a very brief interruption of the connection, like hanging up the
phone for one second. There is a brief click or silence on the line. If you are
on a call and see [beep] in the captions, you may have another call coming
in. Touch the Options icon on the screen, then touch the FLASH icon once
to pick up the incoming call (the current call goes on hold). Touch Options
then the FLASH icon again to return to the original call.

To use Flash option during a call:

1. On the display screen, touch @ (Options).
2. Touch @ (Flash).

3. Touch @ (Back) when you are finished.
